Theodore Roosevelt, the Youngest Man Who Hver Took the Oath.
Wiltiem Henry Harrisen, the Oldest.

HEN the founders of the re-

publie drafted the constitu-

tion that should be the funda-
mental law of the lund they provid-
od that:

“No person except s natural-born
gitizen, or a citizen of the United
States at the time of the adoption
of this comnstitution, shall be eligible
to the office of president; neither
shall any person be eligible to that
affice who shall not have attained the
age of 35 years, and been 14 years
s resident with!in the United Btatea.”

President Theodore Roosevelt, at
43 years of age, comes nearer the
minimum number of years allowed
by the cohstitution than any of the
other chief executives,

In this conneetion it is Interest-
ing to study the ages of the men
who bave represented the people at
the head of the government  since
that historic day when George Wash-
ington took the oath to “faithfully
execute the office of president of the
United States, and to the best of
my ability preserve, protect and de-
fend the constitution of the United
States,” outside the senate chamber
of the small federal building in New
York elty April 30, 1789,

John Adams, Washington's sue-
cessor after he had served two terms
and declined a third, was one of the
older men elected to the presidency.

Both Thomas Jefferson and James
Madison, who were the mext two
presidents, were near the average age
of presidents at the time of inaugura-
tion. When Jeflerson took the oath
of ofMice in 1501 he was 58 years of
age, and the age of Madison when in-
augurated eight years later was the
Bame.

James Monroe when inaugurated in
1817 was but one year older than Jef-
ferson and Madison st the time they
assumed the reins of government.
But in the earlier years of the na-
tion's history 58 seemed to be a fa-
vored age for president, and it waa
at that age that John Quincy Adams
took his place in the list of chief ex-
ecutives im 1825,

Before Andrew Jackson realized
the height of his ambition and jour-
neyed from the wilds of Tennessee
to Washington to take the oath of
office in 1820 he had passed the six-
ty-sccond milestone in his life,
though he lived 16 years longer, eight
of which he spent in the executive
mansion. President Van Buren fol-
lowed Jueksom to the white house,
and was the youngest president the
gountry had had up to that time, be-
ing but 55 years of age at the time
of his inauguration. Ht served one
term, and at the end of his four
years gave place to Willlam Henry
Harrison, the oldest man ever eleot-
ed o the idency of the American
republie, having passed his sixty-
eighth birthday before the day of
his inauguration In 1841 His in-

Zachary Taylor, the hero of Buena
Vista, fololwed PPolk in 1549 at the age
of 65, but like President Harrison he
did not live to eomplete his term and
died after having been in office but
one year and four months, giving place
to Millard Fillmore, who was but 50
years of age when he took the oath of
office.

The youngest man who has ever filled
the office of president of the United
States up to the time President Rooses
velt took the oath of the office in Buf-
falo was Ulysses 8. Grant, who was but
47 years of age at the time of his in-
auguration. During the ecampaign
that resulted in the election of Grant
much stress was laid upon his youthe
fulness by the opposing party, and the
voters were never permitted to lose
track of the fact that he was yonnger
than any man ever honored with the
highest gift in the power of the people.

After eight years Grant gave place
to Rutherford B. Hayes, who took Lhe
preseribed oath at Washington when
he was 54 years old. After four years
he in turn gave place to the second of
our martyr presidents, James A. Gar-
field, who was permitted to serve but
six and one-half months of the term
for which he was elected when his life
was cut short by the lunatie Guiteau.
Chester A, Arthur succeeded Garfield,
taking the oath when he was 51 years
of age.

The third president todrop below the
age of 50 at the time of his inauguras
tlon was Grover Cleveland, who took
the oath of office as president at the
age of 48 the first time, and 56 the secs
ond time. Benjamin Harrison was 58
at the time of his Inavguration in 1889,
and our third martyr president, Wil.
llam McKinley, was 54 when he first
took the oath of office a little more
than four years ago. His death has
now given to the Ameriean people the
youngest president who has ever ruled
over the destinies of this nation, Theos

OUR NATIONAL NEEDS

Vice President Roosevelt’s Speech
at Minneapolis,

Legliriation Whiceh Shall Shield
Wage-Waorke ra—~Justice in Our
Denlings wiih Forelgn

’ Countries,

In an address at the state fair
grounds, Minneapolis, Monday, Sep-
tember 2, Viee Preyident Roosevelt
made some notable declarations which,
now that he is president, will have
some special interest for the people,
In the course of his remarks he paid
8 high tribute to the character and
energy of his hearers, descended, he
eaid, from a race of pioneers which
had pushed westward into the wilder-
ness and laid the foundations for new
commonwealths. The men with ax,
and pick, and plow, who, he sxid, had
pushed to completion the dominion of
our people over the American wilder-
ness had shown by their qualities of
daring, endurance and far-sightedness
that they recognized in practical form
the fundamental law of success in
American life—the law of worthy
work; the law of resolute, high en-
deavor. Continuing, he said: “It
#eems to me that the simple accept-
ance of this fundamental fact of Amer-
iean life will help us to sfart aright
in facing not a few of the problems
that confront us from without and
from within.

“We cannot possibly do our best
work as a nation unless all of us know
how to act in combination as well as
to act each individually for himself.
This acting in eombination ean take
many forms, but of course its most
effective form must be when it comea
in shape of law, that is, of action by
the community as a whole through the
law-making body.

“No hard and fast rule can be laid
down ax to where our legislation shall
#top in interfering between man and
man, between interest and interest,
All that can be said is that it is highly
undesirable on the one hand to weaken
Individual initiative, and, on the other
hand, that in a constantly inereasing
number of eases we shall find it neces-
sary. n the future to shackle cunning
as in the past we have shackled force.

Legislation for Wage-Workers,

“It is mot highly desirable, but nec-
essary, that there should be legisla-
tion which shall carefully shield the
Interests of wageworkers and which
shall diseriminate in favor of the hon-
est and humane employer by removing
the disadvantage under which he
stands when compared with unscrup-
ulous competitors who have no con-
science and will do right only under
fear of punishment.

“Nor can legislation stop with what
are termed labor questions. The vast
individual and corporate fortunes, the
vast combinations of ecapital which
have marked the development of our
industrial system, create new condi-
tions and necessitate a change from
the old attitude of the state and na-
tion toward prosperity.”

There was, he contended, but the
scantiest justification for most of the
outery against men of wealth, as such,
and it ought to be unnecessary, he
said, to state that any appeal which
finally entails the possibility of law-
lessness and violence is an attack upon
the fundamental properties of Amer-
fcan citizenship.

As to Forelgn Relatlons,

As to our relations with foreign pow-
ers Vice President Roosevelt said that
our nation, while first of all seeing to
its own domestic well being, must not
shrink from playing its part among the
great nations without.

“Our duty,” he said, “may take many
forms in the future as it has taken
many forms in the past. Nor is it pos-
sible to lay down a hard and fast rule
for all cases. We must ever face the
fact of our shifting national needs, of
the always changing opportunities
that present themselves. But we may
be cerinin of one thing, whether we
wish it or not, we cannot avoid here-
after having duties to do in the face of
other nations, All that we can doisto
settle whether we shall perform those
duties well or i11."

He counseled courtesy and respect
in all dealings with any foreign power
withwhom the government might come
in contact., On this point he added:

“Let us make it evident that we in-
tend to do justice. Then let us make it
equally evident that we will not toler-
ate injustice being done to us in re=
turn. Let us further make it evident
that we use no words which we are
not prepared to back up with deeds,
and that while our speech is always
moderate, we are ready and willing to
make it good. Such an attitude will ba
the surest possible guarantee of that
self-respecting peace, the attainment
of which is and must ever be the prime
aim of a self-governing people.”™

Must Enforee Monros Docirine, -

“This is the attitude we must take as
regards the Monroe doetrine.

“We do not by this pelicy intend te
sanction any policy of aggression by
one American commonwenlth at the ex-
pense of any other, nor any policy of
commercial diserimingtion against any
foreign power whatsoever, Commer=
cially, as far as this doctrine {s con-
cerned, all we wish is a fair field and
no favor, but if we are wise we shall
strenuously insist that, under no pre-
text whatsoever, shall there be any
territorial aggrandizement on Ameri-
ean soil by any European power, and
this, eo matter what form the terri-
torial aggrandizement may take.”

The vice president concluded with a
discussion of the subject of expansion
and a review of what had been accoms-
plished in Cuba and the Philippines to=
ward a free and independent eommon-
wealth of the former, and, *nltimate-
Iy, a self-goveraing people” of the lat-
ter,
