HKansas Cliy's Escellent System of
Carina FPor lis Trees.

TOWN BETTERMENT.
UNSIGHTLY VACANT LOTS AND HOW
TO IMPROVE THEM.

Tarned Into ;I-hl-u Farms In St
Louls, and Flowers and Vegeiables

Ralsed—=A Wayr to Get Rid of ithe
Billboard Nulsance.

In every town there are unsightly va-
eant lots that spoll the appearance of
the residential streets, and these could
oaslly be cleaned and beautified If the
citizens would take an interest in the
matter. Many village lmprovement so-
cleties took up this work last summer,
and unsightly spots were beautified

;

with flowers and vines, and in & num-

ber of towns e plan of letting the
poor cultivate the lots was successfully
adopted. In St Louls seventy boys
were put to work on vacant lots and
glven a practical and aclentific training
in agriculture. This brilliant ldea was
conceived In the fertile mind of a bright
young waoman, Miss Hirrel Stevens
Under ber direction !t was carried out,
and under ber tutorship the seventy
urching were taught to plant crops, cul-
tivate them and finally reap their bar-
vest.

The Clvic Tmprovement league, an or-
ganization supportedby the voluntary
contributibns of philanthropically in-
clined citizens and maintained for the
object of bedutifying BSt. Louls, was
the agency which took up Miss Bte-
vens' idea and afforded her the means
of putting it into practical effect. The
officers of the league saw that a useful
end could be attalned by the adoption
of Miss Stevens' suggestion. Accord-
ingly the league had the ground on sev-
eral unsightly vacant lots plowed and
provided the boys with hoes, hand im-
plements and seeds. SBome of the boys
made saung Mttle sams from the sale of
their vegetables. All made enough to
pay them well for thelr work. ‘

This season the work will be under-
taken on & mwuch more comprehensive
scale. Where seventy boys found use-
ful employment and pleasant and
bealthful recreation In tilling the soll
last summer there will-be many hun-
dreds this season. The Civic lmprove-
ment league was so well pleased with
results achieved that It will provide a
much larger fund to keep up the work
next year, The boys will be supplied
with better lmplements, and an earlier
start will be made. As soon as the
frost thaws out of the ground this
spring half a domen pleces of vacant
property will be plowed and turned
over to the use of the juvenile farmers.

The work begtun under the Inspira-
tion and direction of Miss Btevens is
certainly worthy of 'the highest en-
couragement and commendation. It
takes up the boys and gives them use-
ful employment and keeps them out of
mischief. They get the fresh air and
develop brawn by swinging the hoe.
Those who have thé best interests of
the idle boys of & town at heart are
fondly hoping thit the ends will justi-
fy the means and that In the years to
come vacant lots can be made to yleld
not.only bountiful crops of vegetables,
but that upon them will be developed a
sturdy mauhood. ,

In talking of town Improvement re-
cently an Atlinta cltizen said:

“Did you'evér $to¢i '‘to think of what
vist benefit the vacapt-lot could beé?
It 1a of but little nse vow except to the
billposter. The big: high board fence
is put around it, and’ Immediately the
man with a placard, the man with a
bucket of paint and a brush, the clrcus
man, with his flarlng posters, and the
theatrieal man, with his highly colored
paper limbs and lingerie—all these and
many more are quickly on the scene to
ndd to the rrotesqueness of the deface-
ment. Behind the billboard the lot is
merely a resting pldce for old tin cans,
barrel hoops, boxes, brickbats, rags
and other trash, and so in o way we
find the vacant lot becoming a public
nulsance.

“Now, with the exercise of a little
taste, what a change we could make In
the situation! We will tear down the
high board fence, We will sweep
away the cans, boxes and all other
trash. We will sod the lot and give It
A good rolling surface, and here nndl
there will ndd a plant of some tougher
kind just to brenk the flatness of the
scene, Here we have a #mall land-
gcape right in the heart of the town.
It 18 restful to the eye. It allows the
alr to circulate .more freely. It adds
to the comfort, health and pleasure of
the citizen.

“If T bad my way this {8 exactly
what would happen to all the. vacant
lots. 1 would make the owners fix
them up with pretty grasses, and I
would have ordinancés passed which
would protect the owners In whatever
work they might doin this 'way. It
