The Cincinnati Enquirer pub-

United States.

This year’s erop of tobaceo in
the United States will not be
far from 70,000,000 pounds
greater than the crop of 1909,
and that hroke all previous ree-
ords,

The nearest approach to last
year’s crop in size was that of
1899, when according to the
figures of the bureau of statis-
tics of the department of com-
merce and labor there were
planted in the United States
1,101,450 arcres, from which the
production was 868,112 865
pounds valued at $56, 987, 902;

According to the same auth-
ority last year's acreage was
1,180,300 and the production
949.357,00 pounds’ vlaved at
$95,719,365.

This area is perhaps too large
by 50,000, as that of Kentucky
is reported at 420,000 where it
could not at most have exceeded
370,000, The returns this spring
of the acreage planted last year
as reported to the Enquirer for

365,400. This still will leave the

rarea planted in 1909 stand as the

record to that time, 1,132 525
acres and make the production
about 940,959,400 pounds.

The crop of 1910 has been
planted practically every where
or will be in a few days. The in-
dications are that the area plant-
ed is about, 1,219,877 acres,
from which not less than 1,000,-
000,000 (probably more) pounds
of leaf tobacco should be harvest-
ed. Another vear of extension
of this industry and the tobacco
production of this country should
be well established beyond the
1, 000, 000, 000 pound mark.

| The Crop Outlook

On the whole this vear's crop
was not planted under very fa-
vorable conditions. The long
continued cold and wet weather
of late spring interfered with
the plants in the beds. Then
in some places the early set
plants were caught by the cold
of the latter part of May and
'the first of June, This unfavor-
able weather also interfered
with plants in beds intended for
late crops and made them later
than usual,

The area planted this year
Kentucky in 30,000 acres great-
er than in 1909, Planting con-
ditions were very mixed as will
he seen from the table of coun-
ties.
