That Will Prove of Interest And

; Value To Many Along Poorly
Kept Routes

The Postmaster,

Marion. Ky.. Sir-—~It is the
desire of the Department that
you earnestly request patrons of
rural delivery routes out of your
office to paint their boxes and
the posts to which they are at-
tached, a pure White color. This
course, if pursued, will not only
result in benefit to the patron in
serving to protect his box and
post from damage by the weath-
er, but will give all boxes a uni-
form color and serve to fix their
identity in all parts of the coun-
try as United States mail boxes,
and will give them a mueh neat-
er and sightlier appearance than
they now possess. It is also de-
sired that patrons be induced to
imprint their names and box
numbers on boxes in black block
letters about twe inches high.

Posts to which boxes should
be attached shall be set in an
easily accessible position at the
side of the road and boxes se-
curely fastened to a projecting
arm of wood; or to a bracket
of band iron about three-six-
teenths of an inch thick, or, if
preferred, an automatic exten-
sion arm may be used.

The Postmaster,

Marion, Ky., Siri—As a result
(of general and special letters
sent out by the Department, and
the co-operation of Postmasters
and Carriers, there has been a
great improvement in the high-
ways on which rural routes are
established. There are, howev-
er, many localities where road
conditions are bad and improve-
ments imperative,

You are directed to inform
yourself with reference to the
condition of roads and bridges
on the rurul routes out of your
office, and 1f you find that they
require improvement you should
present the matter in the strong-
est and most positive way to the
patrons and road officials, infor-
ming them that improvements
must be made as soon as practi-
cable, If, after a reasonable time
has elapsed, the improvements
have not been made or started,
you will reporc the fact to this
office in order that action may
be taken looking to the discon-
tinuanance of the service.

The Department is not immedi-
ately concerned in elaborate
road improvemeuts; but in the
interest of the best service to
the largest number of patrons
it must insist upon roads being
kept in good repair, the lack of
which is usually due to improp
er drainage, and unsuitable
grading and surface work,
which can be easily and cheaply

accomplished by timely work

UR WASHINGTON
LETTER

Interesting News From the National
Capital of the Grestest Coun-
try on Earth,

Washington Sept. (Special)
The Seventh annual convention
of the National Rivers and Har-
bors Congress, which will be
held in Washington December 7,
8 and 9, will undoubtedly be the
most important gathering the
organization has ever held. It
will find the executive and Con-
gress in harmonious relation up-
on the great salient features of
waterway improvements. The
attendance is already assured of
the most prominent menin pub-
lic life, including the President
of the United States and in all
probability the Ex-President,
Col. Theodore Roosevelt. It is
now high time that all commer-
cial and trade bodies interested
in waterway  improvement,
should be making up their list of
delegates to the National Rivers
and Harbors Congress. The
convention promises to have an
enormous attendance, and aec-
comodations for the visitors to
the national capital, will be in
great demand, especially as the
date of the convention will be in
the week of the reassembling of
the Federal Congress. Subjects
of vital importance to this great
body of waterway enthusiasts
will be discussed, the intention
of the officers and directars of
the Congress being to make the
coming convention more truly
representative of the whole peo-
ple than ever before, if such a
thing be possible. |

The election of Asher G.
Hinds, who was narrowly saved
from the Democratic tidal wave
in Maine, will be generally
pleasing to old members of the
House of both parties. Un-
questionably a man of ability, in
the extremely responsible po-
sition of clerk at the Speaker’s
table, Mr. Hinds while display-
ing arare and accurate knowl-
edge of parliamentary law and
practice, showed he was a fair-
spirited man and never led the
speaker or the presiding officer
for the time into error. Demo-
crats generally spoke of him as
a "very decent fellow.”” That
he will be a useful representa-
tive both parties freely admit.

When Caleb Powers, nominat-
ed, fer Congress by the Republi-
cans of the eleventh Kentucky
district, takes his seat in the
House, his district being over-

whelmingly Republican, he will|

not be the anly man in high pub-
liec position in Washington who
has been in jail for alleged
erimes. Powers, as is well
known, was for years in prison
charged with complicity in the
murder of Governor Goebel, and
later pardoned by Governor Wil-
son. Justice Horace H. Lurton,
of Tennessee, was imprisoned at
Columbus, Ohio during the Civ-
il war. He was one of Gen.
John H. Morgan's raiders, with
whom he was captured on their
rash venture into Indiana and
Ohio. General George W. Gor-
don, represented from the tenth
Tennessee district and comman-
der of the United Confederate
veterans Association, spent some
time in a northern prison after
his capture at the battle of
Franklin, where, leading his
_ brigade in charge on the Union
breastworks, his horse carried
- him far in advance of his men
| nd into the arms of a merciful
- l%emy, who might have slain

im, but spared him for a rest
from his impetuosity in a secure
northern prison. Congress-
man Richardson, of the eighth
Alabama district, was in 1563, a
Confederate prisoner in a Mur-
freesboro Tennessee jail, under
He

*|fact that General Forrest sur-
prised the-Federals and rescued
him. So there will be two mem
bers of the House who have had
to suffer the agony of sentence
to death, when Caleb Powers
takes his seat.

Nominations for tne next Con-
gress are now proceeding rapid-
ly. The Democrats appear te
be earliest in the field, having
nominated about three-fourths
of 3891, the present size of the
House, while the Republicans
have nominated about 56 per cent
of their candidates. New York,
with 37 members of the House,
is as usual, last to make nomi-
nations.

CRITTENDEN GOUNTY
ROADS

Dm:und'l'h‘l’e& By Mr. Geo.
Robinson, Who Travels Over
Every Portion of The Co.

Editor of Record-Press:—

With your permission |
would like to say a few things
in regard to the public roads of
our county. | wrote something
last year on the road question
that was published in your pa-
per. Then it was more of a
complaining mood 1 wrote, as
the roads were in a worse con-
dition than I ever knew them.
This time | have no eriticism to
make of any one. Like the old
colored preacher, ‘'l come be-
fore you with no animosity in
my bosom.”” The roads have
been greatly improved. More
work has been done and in a
more commonsense and business
way than ever before. Not on
account of the articles | wrote
last year, as it was six months
after I quit writing before a
lick was hit on any of the roads.
Mr. Henderson then County At-
torney notified the overseers that
the November Grand jury would
likely inquire into the condition
of the roads and urged them to
have their roads ready for in-
spection. In lees than 10 days
the dirt began to fly and the
overseers have continued on in-
to this year doing their best to
improve their roads and net to
be out done by their neighbor
overseers. | do not mean to say
the three hundred overseers of
this county are a set of men that
have to be threatened or driven,
as | believe they are all good
law abiding citizens and the
warning given by the County
Attorney was only a reminder
that caused them to see their
dutv and they were willing to do
it. Judge Blackburn was full
of the spirit of progress and
used his influence to get the
road grader introducrd in the
county. The grader has done
great good, and will do more in
the future as men and teams
can now handle them better
than they could at first. Our
County Attorney, Mr. Moore,
Judge Henderson and all our
magistrates are deeply interested
in the public good of the county.
And all can rest assured they
will do all they ean to improve
the condition of the roads. The
road has only two enemies, wind
and rain. The wind blows the
fine dust away not more than an
inch in 20 years. The rain dis-
olves the soil, and sometimes one
big rain will carry off 6 in. or a
foot of the road bed. We need
not notice the wind. but look
out for rain® Drainage is all
that is needed. Widen the roads
to 16 feet or 20 is better, allow
no place of less width than 12
feet make a ditch on each side
where banks are higher than
road bed. Make ditches not less
than 2 feet wide and not less
than 6 inches deep. Make mod-
erate dams across on hills, or
slants at short imtervals of 25-
50 or 100 feet. Have good out-

lets from the dam into the

ditches. Ifthhlllll done the

roads can be kept up with hailf |}

the work and expense.

The county has for Yyears
wasted lots of money making
culverts; buying lumber and
building culverts is no little ex-
pense and the majority of cul-
verts are a nuisance in the
road. They soon fill up and a
ditch cuts around so you have a
culvert and a ditch both to pull
over. A load of small rock or
gravel would last for years and
cost less, Let the overseer dig
out a wide ditch where culvert
is wanted and then line the sides
and bottom with rock, it is safer
better and more lasting than a
culvert,

The Fiscal court ought to
formulate a set of rules govern-
ing overseers, not let one work
contrary to the best interest of
the road and county. If the
court would make a rule to not

allow any overseer any road|my,

for plows and teams until he has
finishedup his road and has it
properly drained. Let the mag-
istrate of his district certify
that it is so. There would be no
trouble to enforce the rules.
There is not sufficient stock
water along roads. Make fords
as well as bridges across all run-
ning creeks, We can't have
straight roads we could have
level roads. Instead of going
straight up and straight
down a hill lots of instances the
hill is only a mound and can be
avoided entirely by going to
right or left only a few yards
out of the way. If the hill can’t
be gone around, by going a zig
zag course up the hill, the sum-
mit can be reached with no
where a very steep grade to
pull.

Crittenden county has as good,
if not the best soil in the State
for road building: a mixture of
soil, clay and gravel. A little
work goes along ways, lasts
longer than any place 1 ever
saw, where the first grader ran
2 years ago, and nothing has
been done since, still shows,
and road is fairly good yet. The
time for wholesale work of ditch
making and road leveling is
when the ground is soft, later
winter or early spring months.
Overseers should have some
compensation for extra time. If
nothing else the county ought to
release them from paying poll
tax and furnish them the coeunty
paper gratis. The old custom
of working the roads and letting
the ditch go ought to be ré-
versed, work the ditches and let
the roads alone.
