AT HANASSAS

Former Foes March Across Fields
Once Flowing With Gore—-Spec-
tacle Unique in History.

Manassas, Va., July 21.—The
Blue and Gray marched across

the fields of Manassas to meet
each other again today. This

incident, unique in history, the

meeting of Federal and Confed-
erate veterans on the field where
they fought a mighty battle just
fifty years ago, attracted as wit-
nesses the president of the
United States, the governor of
Virginia, the home of the Con-
federate capital, and visitors
from meny states.

It was the crowning feature
of the Manassas Peace Jubilee
and Reunion which began last
Sunday with a sermon on the
court house lawn by Rev. H. N.

puden, chaplain of the House
of Representatives, who lost his
sight while serving in the Union
ranks.

President Taft and Gov. Mann
long ago had accepted invita-
tions to be the guests of honor
of the day, to review the lines of
gray-haired veterans and make
addresses in the afternoon. In
the evening they met the old
soldiers and other visitors at a
publie reception.

THE RECIPROCITY
BILL PASSES

e ————

By Overwhelming Majority of 53
to 27—President Taft's Efforts
Proved Successful.

Washington, July 22 —After
a fight lasting more than a year,
President Taft succeeded in get-
ting through the Senate an
amended reciprocity bill that will
tear down the tariff walls be-
tween this country und Canada.

The vote in the Senate was
53 for the bill to 27 against it.
The final vote following the de-
feat of all the amendments in
rapid order. On the final vote
the measure’s opponents were
able to muster more votes than
in the voting on the amend-
ments.

Both Kentucky Senators voted
for the bill. Senator Paynter
surprised the prophets by voting
consistently against all amend-
ments and in favor of the bill on
final passage.

The measure, however, can-
not become a law until next
Wednesday, as the House ad-
journed at 12:09 o’clock until
that time. The bill must be re-
turned to the House for engross-
ment before it can be signed by
the President.

RECIPROCITY BILL'S COURSE,

The germs of some of the most
common as well as some
of the most loathsome diseases
are frequently found in the
mouth. In such cases anything
which is moistened by the saliva
of the infected person may, if

it tthrh the lips of another,
emnvNy disease. The more di-
ract fhe contact the greater the
danger. It is the purpose of
health officials to keep in isolat-
jon all persons having communi-
cable diseases during the time
that they are contagious or in-
fectious: but in many cases this
is impossible. Little restraint
is put on the milder forms of
these contagious diseases and
even sometimes they are un-
recognized until the whole com-
munity is exposed; in such cases
the chief vehicles of contagion
are the secretions from the
mouth and nose. We know we
can domuch to prevent contagion

Not to pick the nose,

Not to wet the fingers with
saliva when turning the leaves
of a book.

Not to put pencils in the mouth
or moisten them with the lips,

Not to make a pin cusion of the
mouth.

Not to use it fora purse,

Not to put anything in the
mouth but food and drink.

Not toswapapple cores, candy,
chewing gum, half-eaten food,
whistles, bean blowers or any-
thing that is habitually putin the
mouth.

Teach the children to wash the
hands and face often. See that
they keep clean. If a child has
a communicable disease there is
less chance of infecting others if
the hands and face are washed
clean, than if they are daubed
with the secretions of the nose
and mouth.

Teach the children to turn the
face aside when coughing or
sneezing, if they are in the pres-
ence of others,

ple rules. Tuberculosis is an in-
fectious disease; it is the most
widespread of all diseases, it is
the eause of one death out of
every five, it is invariably trans-
mitted from one person to anoth-
er, not directly as measles or
scarlet fever; but germs are ex-
pectorated on the floor the ground
or other places where the sputum

dries, get the germs into the air
and we breathe them into our

lungs, and thereby contract the
disease with all its horrible con
sequences, or children may con-
tract this disease by exchanging
gum, eating off the sameapple,
the same pie or cake, coughing
or sneezing in another’s face or
in many other ways. Evenif the

question of disease did not enter
the subject of cleanliness ought
to be given more attention by
the average parent or teacher.
Our childeen should not only be
taught reading, writing or Arith-
matic ahd Grammer; but is quite
as imp-tant that they should be
taug leanliness, decency and
refinement. Cleanliness should
be taught for its own sake even
if it had no relation whatever to
health.

Compare the men and women
of today, mentally and morally,
and see if you don’t find that the
greatest work performed is by
women. Some of our finest books

keep| wore written by women, some
'of the greatest rulers, physicians,

ministers, lawyers, teachers are
women. They have been cap-
able of filling the place of man,
so why should they not be given
the right of suffrage. It is not

or | true that woman isn’t as well

educated as man for they are
able to fill any place held by
man. Woman has an equal right
in everything except suffrage
and why not give her that?

One would say a woman’s place
is at home but how long would
it take a woman to go to the
polls, cast her vote and return
to the bosom of her family. Mrs.
Adams holds that the right of
suffrage is necessary in order
for the house wife to perform
her duties correctly. Our oppo-
nent may say that a woman
should stay at home in her place.
But it certainly is her duty to
see that her country grows wiser
and better and if she is interest-
ed in her country, as most every
woman is, why not give her the
right for which she is fighting.

If women want the right of
suffrage what right has man to
object? It only shows the spirit
of determination to make the
country better on the woman's
part. Men say that women are
trying to take their places, but
this is a false statement, she on-
ly wants rights equal to him,
ard this untrue statement is de-
priving woman of the right just-
ly due her.

We ask this question, why
should women not have the right
to vote? Are they not on an
equal with man, do they not
have to obey the laws same as
man? Then why should they
not help make them? But our
opponent may say that mother’s
place is at home, taking care of
her children. But let me ask
this question, how is a mother to
train her children in political life
when she knows nothing of it
and will not as long as she is
denied the right of suffrage.

Another question concerning
this subject, is, if women vote
they should pay taxes, sure if
women were given the right to
vote she would not mind to pay
taxes and what is a few taxes
to pay when you have the liber-
ty to cast your vote for whom
you desire to run your country’s
affairs. All widows that own
property are compelled to pay
taxes, and the majority of wom-
en are widows, (and a great
many that are not might as well
be.) They could find it easy
enough to pay their taxes. When
the women are deprived of the
right to vote it is on the same
principle as Taxation without
Representation, Our ecivil gov-
ernment tells us that a man can-
not have any interest in his coun-
try and is not a good -citizen
when he does not vcte., Don’t
the women of today want and
need to be good citizens?

Women can do effective work
in hospital work, in homes for
the poor and sick, in charitable
work and all those concession-
ary and palliative measures in
which they find their sympa-
thies much more readily enlisted
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than in the brute-foree of legisla-
tion, in all these things women
have rendered in valuable ser-
vice to their country in more ex-
tended ways.

In countries where women
vote there are some great re-
sults accomplished. There .are
the homes and streets which
are greatly neglected and suffer
if bad laws are passed. When
if the women had the right to
vote they could take care of
these things which interests
them so much., In Australia and
New Zealand where the women
have voted for about nine years
the people now see what good
they have done for their country;
and outside of the corrupt self-
seeking, vile and venal, the man
cannot be found in Colorado who
world do away with woman suf-
frage, or to go back to the con-
ditions that preceeded its con-
cession. This fight while large-
ly a matter of general revolt,
has found much of its strength
in the voting of women and is
winning many of its victories to-
day because of her aid.

The women vote for measures
and not the man, while the men
very often sell their vote, which
show they have no respeet for
themselves and their family and
no interest in their country.

It is very easy to see why the
men object to woman suffrage,
they know if women had the
ballot the saloons, gambling
rooms and many other places
useless to mention which are
pleasure seeking places for men,
would be put out of existence if
women were granted this right.
But some may argue that the
voting of woman would only be
a waste of time, for they would
vote as their husband or father
do, but we say this isn’t true in
every case; for instance, do you
believe if a woman’s husband
or father were to vote saloons,
she would ask their consent and
do likewise? No, almost every
woman no matter what her mind
and manners, is bitterly opposed

to the liquor traffic, she hates
the saloons and fears its men-
ace to her home and men folk.

A man’s only excuse for not
wanting a woman to vote is, it
isn’t a woman’s place to have
anything to do with laws and
election of ufficers, for her place
is within the walls of her home
tending to her home duties If
men were as willing and ready
to say, "It isn’t a woman's place
to take in washing and hire out
in order that they may pay the
grocery bills and support the
family,”” my, how nice things
would be ar home and how well
he will perform the duty that he
swears before man and God he
will do. Our opponents may
say that a woman would be com-
pelled to lose all the modesty
and refinement she possessed
because of having to mix and
mingle with different classes of
people at the polling place. But
anyone knows that a woman
isn’t compelled to mix and min-
gle with different classes of peo-
ple at the polling place any
more than she would at any oth-
er public gathering. But even
if she does it won’t hurt her. If
she ever had any modesty or re-
finement before, what little
time she is at the polls will not
compel her to iose it, and in
place of the woman’s presence
at the polls being a downfall teo
her and the people it will cause
the men to be more civil and be-
cause of her presence at the
polls cause them to keep down
rudeness. But some say women
would always be quarrelling over
politics. It has been found in
countries where women vote
that there is no more quarrelling
over politics by husbands and
wives, brothers and sisters than
there is over baseball, ball games
and the latest fashions, If wom-
en had the right of suffrage she
would do away with some of the
laws that now exist, which men
do not raise a hand in protest.

If you can trust a deaf and
dumb, a drunkard and illiterate
white man or negro who can’t
even write their names can you
not trust your mothers, sisters

and wives with the right for
which they are fighting and
should have. So for the good of
the country and masculine race
give the woman the right of
suffrage.
