The Grading Plan.

(Continued from last Week.)
In last issue we told you some-
thing of the system on which the
association graded its tobacco.
We told you that the graders at
the different factories used type
samples of the same quality.
That they were working under
the same instructions. And that
they were all under the same
general supervision, that of the
superintendent of graders.

In the Stemming District Tob-
acco Association the district is
the unit, and not the county or
factories as some seem to think.

As the grader represents the
growers that deliver to him, so
does the supt. of graders repre-
sent every grower in the whole
district, and sees that their in-
terests are protected by keeping
all graders on exactly the same

basis. The business of this As-'

sociation is not run on the fine
spun theories of the idealist, but
.is arranged to meet conditions,
and deal with men as they actually
exist.

Itis his busi-
ness to see that all the graders
are doing their work properly.
In fact it is his duty to see that
every grower in the district no
matter he delivers his crop, gets
the same price for tobavco of the
same quality. He is an officer
that is somewhat unpopular with
the man who wants to get more
than his share of the common
fund, but is appreciated by every
member who wants a fair deal
all around.

We told you at the beginning
of this article that the grade
average of thedistrict never runs
over the selling price. The fact
is that type samples are so ar-
ranged that it will run slightly
under it.

In order to illustrate how this
is managed let us take for ex-
ample the 1907 crop. That year
the entire crop was sold at $8.
per ewt.

At the end of each week the
buyer paid in to the Association
the difference between the
amount paid to growers, and the
amount that the tobacco would
come to at $8, ewt,

At the end of the season it was
found that the amount so rec'd,
was about 8 per cent of ®he
amount paid to growers.
