Meanwhile, whip
the white of an egg to a st!ff froth
with a few drops of lemon juice: add
a little powdered sugar arti pile high
on top of the pudding. Put in a well
buttered bag, bake to a golden brown
for thirty minutes, and serve. The
meringue mixture may be omltted
and the custard made with the whole
egg. In that case, bake the pudding
for thirty-ive minutes. Dust BSome
powdered sugar over and serve,

Genoise Paste: Take six ounces of
flour and sift It on a sheet of paper,
then half a pound of powdered castor
sugar and five ounces of butter, melt-
ed but not hot. Break slx eggs in a
basin and place the basin in some
bolling water in a separate pan placed
over gentle heat. Beat the eggs and
gugar for twenty minutes or so with
an egg-beater to & nlce consistency.
Take the basin off the fire and beat
the contents a little agaln. Add flour
and butter, mix lightly with a wooden
spoon, but do not stir it up to a eream.
