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A GLOGK WiTH
A HISTORY

A Relic of Revolutionary Times is
Now The Valued Souvenir
of a Marior Citizen.

The oldest clock in Crittenden
county, perhaps—a time-piece,
that has ticked out minute after
minute, hour after hour and
measured the allotted days of
generation after generation, —is
now the property of Deputy Sher-
iff John T. Pickene, of this ecity.

The clock was originally owned
by William G. Yickens, who was
a soldier of the Revolutionary
War, serving under the com-
mand of General George Wash-
ington. Mr. Pickens was a na-
tive of South Carolina, but after
the close of the war of the Rev-
olution he eame to Kentucky,
married a Miss (Caldwell, settled
in Crittenden county on what is
now known as the William Lewis
farm, on Claylick creek, reared

his family and died at an old age
Im 1844.

| father of John T., A. J., Joel A,
C.. J. A. Pickens. Mumllum-s A.
A. and Eliza Deboe., All of this
eounty: Ebenezar who

South Carolina statesman, and
afterwards lived in Padueah;

In 1838 the eloek, which belong-
ed to William G. Pickens, great-
grandfather of John T., was
sold at a public sale and pur-
chased by Dr. Mickleberry Bris-
toe, who lived near Weston, and
who kept it until he died, when
it became the property of his
son, Ira Bristoe, who, at his
death, requested that the clock
be given to John T. Pickens. It
was transfered from the Bristoe
residence to the home of the
deputy sheriff, where it may be
both seen and heard at all hours,
day or night. It is quite a large
piece of furniture, as clocks go,
standing about six feet in height,
Its casing, its face and its hands
are all of wood, as are likewise
its wheels, It stands there grim
and tall and complacent, as
though it of course was ready
and competent to go on ticking
and pointing out the time of day
to present and future genera-
tions of Pickenses, as they live,
move, have their being and
pass away.

William Frey, the elder brother, grew
one-fourth of an nere of potatoes this
RLSOT, He harvested elghty-eigi
bushels of splendid tubers ou the plot,
When he wna asked about the crop
and its cultivation. he =aid:

“Yes, that vield was some better than
moat of the unelghbors around here.
You see, elghtv-elght bushels on my
little plece Is the same as 117 barrels
to the acre. Of course 1 did some
things the nelghbors didn’t dg because
1 did all of my work from the direc-
tlons the government sent me, Every
hody plows manure under when they
break the ground In the spring, but |
need my two blg wagon loads of rotted
manure for a top dressin’ after my po-
tatoes were In the ground.

“The folks that came over here sald
my potatoes were darker green than
any of the others In the nelghborhood,
an’ we all saw that the vines were
mighty heavy an’' fine. I went over the
patch three times with a fourteen tooth

storing
