At the coming election, a consti-

| It has been twice submitted by the
| General Assembly and once adopt-
| ed by the people. That adoption
| was nullified by a fallure to adver-
) tise the amendment within the pre-
scribed 90 days. The necessary ad-
vertising has now been done. The
whole question is in the hands of
the voters, and both political par-
ties have declared for adoptinn
in their state platforms,

The prison contractor is opposcd
to adoption. It will put an end to
his profits. Organlzed labor is a
unit on wanting to see the amend-
ment adopted. It will put an end
to convict competition with free
labor. It will put men at work on
the roads where there Is now a
scarcity of labor.

In the state of Virginia, it was
found that convict labor effected a
saving of $1,500 a mile In the cost
of bullding roads. In a score of
other states, vhere this labor s
used, it has been demonstrat«d that
rohds can be bullt with contract
labor at half the cost of free labor

Convict labor on the roads has
proved good tor the state and good
for the comnvict. It has helped him
physically and morally. It has, in
many instances, restored him to
good citizen and a convict re
stored to good citizenship is an
asset; a convict re!
