of the university will be affected
and about $5,000saved annually
for the state. County appointees
receive free rooms at the univer-
sity dormitories and have their
railroad fares, both ways, refund-

ed at the end of the school term|!

The law provides
for appointments after competi-
tive examination in the various
counties of the state by the coun-
ty superintendents, Receipts
for railroad fares are filed at the
begining of the year with the
university business agent. The
system has been 1n affect for 20
years, inwhich time a consider-
able sum of money has been re-
turned to students by the state.
Tuition at the university is now
free to all, whether county®ap-
poiatee or not.

N the marvelous material progress
I made by clvilization durlng the last
century the greatest single factor
has Leen the substitution of mechanp-
Ival energy for human labor, In pro-
portlon to the degree In which man ls
relleved from the necessity for devot
tng hlmself to the mere struggle for
naterinl existence, there has been and
will be measured the advance of arts,
sclence and philosophy, literature and
the better things which make for the

higher and nobler 1ife of a nation or of

the world

We are living today in the dawn of
un nge in which power is the basis for
our material progress. The productive
ibilitles of our 100,000,000 people are
nereased by the use of probably 125
00,000 horse power of mechanical en-
erey, not including the anlmal power
furnished by 30000000 horses and
mules, Most of the mechanical ener-
‘v 18 used In the form of electrical
urrent. When applied to Industrial
nses one electrical bhorse power does
e work of ten men without tiring.

Increasing Man's Productivity,
Conservation of human labor goes

lhanical energy, and utilization of that
wm of energy most cheaply and least
wastefully developed accomplishes the

Only the Surface Touched.

We have £20.000000000 of accumn
lated wealth, but we have mined only
the surface of our natural resources
Many times two hundred billlons of
wealth e beneath this  carelessly
seratched surface awaliting only the co
ordluation of capital, Inbor and states
manship for ita realization,

And io this development and utiliza
tion of natural resources,. particularly
of water powers, we have, for some

good reasons and some not so good, |

fallen behind the rest of the world
While we are bickering over terms of
legislation to make our water powers
avallable. other countries have devel
oped thelr powers and with them cre
ated vast new Industries based upon
scientific discovery and invention, of
which we have none

Itles @s have been almost undreamed
of. The fuels availeble include natural
15, oil, Hguite and coal. The coal, re
dnced to coke, offers raw material for
the production, by electric smelting
processes, of the carbide extensively
used for {lluminnting purposes. Here
it hand are great deposits of llmestone
that will furnish the lime required to
form ecalefum earblde used in the fixa
tlon of nitrogen and the production of
ammonla. At hand, also, are moun
tains of phosphate rock awalting the in
stullation of appliances to free Its con-
tent of phosphorie acld and combine 1t
with ammonia as a fertilizing agency
ut less cost than any now known.

Sodium  sulphate, sodinm carbonate
and sodlum chloride are here, the lat
ter offering material for electro-chemi
eal produetion of soaps, bleaching pow
der, ete,, In time of peace and for the
muking In wartime of the deadly chlo-
rine gus now devastating the trenches
of European battle flelids,

Abundant Iron Deposits,

Iron deposits are here In abundance,
which, with fluxing and reducing mate-
rials at band and cheap hydro-electrie
power as the agency for reduction, may
make the Paclfic Coast a competitor
with the Ohlo Valley in the production
of special grades of pig iron and the
manufacture in electrical furnaces of
ligh grade steels.
